Teacher Instructions/Guidelines
Description/Jobs:  
Students will be producing a PSA pertaining to a middle school topic.  Students may work in teams or individually.  
Equipment Software: 
Computer, specific application software, Internet, Projector/Television
Supplies/Materials:
When the workstation has been set up, provide the student with the Student Handout(s) and any necessary handouts/files/source documents.  Allow the student to begin when ready and provide information as to the amount of time available to complete the project/activity.  Instructions for completion of the project/activity will be delivered to the student in a manner appropriate to the individual student’s abilities.

Recommended Uses:  
This is a great project for several topics around the school that you want students to know or learn—cyber bullying, class rules, smoking, drugs, etc.

Design a Public Service Announcement for middle school students warning them of the dangers when involved with tobacco, alcohol, cyber bullying.  Your PSA may be focused in a general format discussing reasons to stay away from the area or be more specific discussing signs and data associated with any one of these behaviors and ways to help.

Information Guide
A Public Service Announcement contains a message that serves the public interest. The outcome of your work will be to change the behavior of an individual or group of people. This change will benefit individuals, public, or the planet.  
Think about a cause or problem that you feel strongly about. To get ideas, watch the PSAs on the following web sites.  Be sure to have your “PSA Idea” approved by the instructor.  Simply email your instructor your idea and possible content.  A reply will be sent asap.  While you are waiting, you may do some research on your topic.

Your digital presentation should be a minimum of 1 minute—you will not speak!!  It will do the speaking for you!!  You will need to decide which software you will use (possibilities:  PhotoStory3, MovieMaker2, PowerPoint, Flash).  Select suitable background design, graphics, transitions, etc., for the topic.  
This is a serious topic and appropriate messages are expected in your presentation. Simply writing messages like, “Don’t Smoke!” will not be accepted for credit.
